Drama 8 - Fairy Tale Tableaux Performance 

Time to Prepare: One class period (performance will take place next class)

Group Size: 5 to 7 students

Task: 
Using a series of tableaux (7 - 12 different tableaux), tell the complete story of a popular fairy tale from beginning to end. (Total time of performance is 2-3 minutes)


Your group will decide upon one fairy tale to present. Do not tell other groups what you are performing - they will try to guess after you perform. This will help you determine if you were able to convey the story to the audience or not!


Remember that a tableaux is like best picture you could take with your camera – everyone is doing something that is interesting or that fully supports the story / environment. Make sure to exaggerate facial expressions! An effective tableaux tells a story and looks like it is ready to spring immediately into action.

Points to consider:

A. All members must have a role! Sometimes that role will be as characters in the story. Sometimes that role may be as props and parts of the environment.

B. You must hold each your tableaux scenes for at least 15 seconds.

C. You decide on a way to shift from scene to scene with no speaking, no noises and everyone moving at once. There must be a certain “flow” to the movement. Absolute silence is expected!

D. You will be evaluated on your blocking. You must make sure that at all times the sight lines from all angles of the audience area are acceptable. (We will be using our regular classroom stage space.) Assign a director (and an assistant director) - they will be in the tableaux as well, but it helps to have someone placing people and looking at the blocking.

E. REHEARSE!!! This performance needs to be very polished and it will take time to smoothly transition from one tableaux to the next. Stillness in each tableaux is essential (I will even be looking for eye movement!) I will expect to use the class time to co-ordinate the scenes and get the timing down. At no time is it acceptable to say “we are done” - you will rehearse over and over again.

F. Costumes and props are not necessary but welcome additions.
